Sports Facility Development

A potential grant for £25,000 is available from the Department of Children, Families and Schools if we can raise the same amount from individuals or local businesses who are willing to support the school.  The figure could of course be made up of several smaller donations but in essence, anything we can raise up to £25,000 will be match funded by the Department.  I do hope that you can help in some way and I can assure you that any donation, no matter how small, would be gratefully received.

Our overall aim is to provide the school and wider community with an all weather floodlit football pitch (versatile enough to accommodate a range of sports), fitness centre, changing rooms and sport related teaching and meeting rooms.  The project is ambitious but in line with our aims and potential.  The total cost of the project is in the region of £2.2 million.  With significant funding already in place, we hope to reach half the total required over the next few months.

The potential £50,000 from sponsors and match funding from the Department of Children, Families and Schools would almost certainly allow us to begin the first phase of development; the all weather floodlit football pitch.
