The laptops will be fully configured to access all of the resources on the school network

Software that is licensed to school can be installed on the laptops providing full access to the programs that students will need
The laptops will come with a three year manufacturer’s warranty and insurance cover including accidental damage protection.
Enterprise level antivirus package installed and updated through the school network.
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User has full control to join home networks, add printers and manage the desktop environment.
