· Pupils to be in groups, never in less than pairs and the maximum number in a group to be stipulated.  

· Group to locate in an area at start and end of journey and counted on / off the ferry or coach.

	· It is advised that pupils not be allowed on deck if it is felt there behaviour will be inappropriate.

· Pupils to be given clear rules if they are to be allowed onto deck and follow the safety briefing given by the crew.  

· If pupils are to be allowed onto the deck, then the areas they are allowed onto must be clearly defined before the pupils access them.  This must be supervised.  

· No climbing on guard rails to be allowed.  

· Pupils not to be allowed on deck if the conditions are too rough/wind

· Group to be led on / off ferries by adults and followed up by adult at the rear.
