Q: How Can Private enterprise affect the quality of sporting facilities?





A: Membership and subscription fees are more expensive than council run authorities therefore more money is spent on getting better quality facilities and expertise.











Q: What is the main advantage of local authority facilities?





A: they are much cheaper or even sometimes free so people in less wealthy areas can use them as an alternative to private enterprise.





Q: Give an example of a sport that someone living on a coastal area may be better at than someone living inland.





A: Any sea sport such as sailing or surfing. Because they have the facility of the sea near them.
