Revision tips

The following information is our advice to you when revising for your examination. To make your revision most beneficial and structured, please follow the tips below.

· To make your revision structured you should produce a revision timetable. Make sure you cover all aspects of the curriculum.

· Spread out your revision time equally.

· Take regular breaks to avoid flooding your brain with too much information (breaks for about 5-10 mins after 20-30 mins of solid revision).

· Identify your weaknesses and strengths and focus on weaknesses but still spend some time on strengths.
· Experiment with different revision techniques, choose one or two that work best for you:
· Revision cards

· Revision games
· Looking over past papers
· Revision guides
· Make precise notes
· Spider diagrams
· Mind maps
· Set your self personal goals for each revision period;

· What do you hope to achieve?

· Plan what it is you are doing in the next revision period.

· Always revise in a quiet and peaceful environment, where there are no distractions. So you are able to concentrate fully on your revision.
