Footwear should be non marking and provide a good grip.

The number of pupils per court should vary according to the age and ability of the group. A maximum of 6 is recommended.
Pupils should be taught not to open court doors while play is in progress – they should knock and wait to be admitted.

Pupils should be made aware of the danger of attempting to hit the ball when it is in close proximity to another player.

Pupils should be taught to never intentionally impede an opponent.

Pupils should not progress to doubles play until a high standard of singles is achieved.

Line markings shoud be flat level and securely fixed.

Redgra or similar material court surfaces should be watered and rolled regularly to maintain a firm, level surface.

After rain or frost the court should be checked and not used until the court returns to its normal state.

Wire surround fencing should be maintained in good order, any broken fencing should be repaired as soon as is possible and pupils kept away from the area until it is.

When posts are removed caps should be used to cover the holes.

Portable equipment should be removed from the playing area after use.

Lighter, shorter rackets are more suitable for younger pupils and beginners and in areas where space is limited.

Sponge or other types of soft ball is recommended where space is limited.

A court may be used by two groups for rallying purposes, using half the available space across the court.

There should be a routine drill when practising servicng, smashing or lobbing.
During serving practice there should be a maximum of six pupils behind the baseline.

For smashing practice ball feeders should not be directly placed in front of pupils practising the smash.

Group formations should be designed so that pupils moving backwards do not collide with other players or with the wall, fencing or other barrier.

Pupils should beinstructed not to play a stroike if it is likely that another player will be hit by the racket or ball;.

Constant reminders should be given so that pupils do not attempt to play strokes outside their playing area; do not look round at a partner who is serving;; do not jump over climb over or ducjkk under the net when changing ends; do not use an exaggerated back swing or follow though.

All lights above court should be guarded.
Weighted posts should be tied back to the wall and not be allowed to stand freely. Tie wires should be positioned well above head height. Bases should not protrude into the court.

Badminton posts should not be used.

Free standing or weighted posts must not be used in competitive matches.

Ropes used as nets should be clearly visible to all players, practice nets are recommended.

If space is limited the number of payers should be reduced.

Players practising smashes or serves should be well spaced out.

During match play where only one ball is used it should be rolled back to the other half of the court. In practice situations where both halves of the clourt are use balls should be carried back.

Deliberate falling and rolling should not be practised until pupils are experienced and competent at the game.
